LESSON PLAN AND COMMENTS FOR AMAVOLOVOLO

OBJECTIVES:
1. Students will perform the melody of Amavolovolo in unison.
2. Students will identify the texture of  Amavolovolo.  (one part or many parts)
3. Students will explain the meaning of the text of Amavolovolo and relate
it to the social conditions in which the song was composed.


ACTIVITIES:
1. Students will watch the video performance of Amavolovolo on the 
DVD.  Teacher will question students about the performance:
· Where do you think this music is from?
· What instruments did you hear and see?
· Was everyone singing the same part?
· Were the singers standing still?

2. Teacher will provide some background information about South Africa.
Students will watch the interview portion of the DVD.  Teacher
will translate the text.  Class will discuss the text as related to social
conditions in South Africa at the time the song was composed.

3. Class will practice the pronunciation of Amavolovolo using the DVD.
They will listen to and echo the native speaker – not the teacher.

4. Class will practice the words and melody of Amavolovolo, echoing the 
native singer on the DVD, one line at a time.

5. Class will sing the soprano part with the full-choir recording of Amavolovolo.

6.	Class will sing the melody of Amavolovolo while the teacher plays
	the bass part on a bass xylophone.
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
