LESSON PLAN for “E PAPA WAIATA”

Grades 2, 3, 4 (Steps may be stretched out over several class sessions; this is especially effective in grade 2)

MATERIALS: Global Voices Songs of Maori DVD-ROM; world map; computer  w. DVD-rom capabilities, or DVD play er; TV or LCD projector; lummi sticks or magazines and masking or electrician’s tape

OBJECTIVES: To become acquainted with  music of the Maori tribes, the indigenous people of New Zealand; to learn a song in a foreign language; to sing and move 

VOCABULARY: Maori, Waitata, titi torea,

STEPS:
1. Play recording of song “E papa waiata” for children (without visual). Ask them to listen to the song. Can they identify it? Where it the song from? Do they recognize the language? On map, locate New Zealand. Explain that the song is one of the Maori people, who are the native people in New Zealand.  Explain what waiata is.

2. Using DVD -ROM, begin learning words and melody of “E papa waiata”. Work on pronunciation of the Maori language.

3. Have stud1ents chant words and keep beat; then learn song one phrase at a time via rote method by listening to DVD. Combine phrases into pairs until song is complete.

4a. Sing song and tap beat - establish a meter of 3. Have them tap beat by patting knees on beat 1, and clapping hands on beats 2 & 3. Keep working until students are comfortable with the song and the motions in 3.

4b. If you are not using lummi sticks, you may want to insert a time for a creating the ”sticks” from magazines and masking tape. 

5. Show visual demonstration of titi torea on DVD. Usinög lummi sticks, or rolled magazines, begin working on motions. Break down portions of the routine into small segments, and learn segments. Practice until many students feel comfortable with the various moves (some may take a while longer than others).

6. Sequence the moves together; practice; when students seem comfortable with sequence of actions.  Have children work on stick actions as they watch the DVD. 

7. Layer on the song with the actions (be sure to practice song & actions separately - don’t try to learn simultaneously.) Repeat until most are comfortable with song and actions. 

8. When song comfortable to all singers, perform for another class. 
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
